1.1 LOCATION ANALYSIS

Background: The design site is located in Liangshuiquan Village, Laozhuang Town, Zhenping
County, Nanyang City, Henan Province, China, with an area of about 1.8 hectares. This is a
large planning project (see in Figure 1). | chose an area of Wangzhuang as the area for
landscape renewal design. Liangshuiquan village is a traditional ancient Chinese village with a

rich history and a special architectural style.

In recent years, relying on more than 4.33 million square meters of mountain forest
resources, Liangshuiquan Village has developed rural tourism with the benefit connection
model of the trinity strategy of "ecology + tourism", "agriculture + tourism" and "culture +
tourism". Among them, the north invested 160 million yuan to build Yikang pension
integration project; In the south, the Hongling Mountain sports Park project is built in the
way of village collective ownership, which drives the hot development of amusement parks,
farm music, homestays and other supporting projects, and the village collective income

exceeds 500,000 yuan in 2022. At the same time, the village also plans to build the village

history museum, the development of red research tour; Relying on Yinwo natural village,



create cultural painting and calligraphy practice tour; To Heigou natural village existing stone
houses mainly, the development of residential folk tour. We will strive to build a new modern
village with distinctive brand characteristics, harmonious social ecology, widespread

popularity and market appeal?>.

On the one hand, it is a beautiful environment surrounded by mountains; on the other hand,
this place has a rich history, not only handicrafts, but also history and culture, and folk
customs are very strong. The jade culture, which is exclusive to Nanyang, attracts many
tourists. Because of the excellent geographical location of Liangshuiquan Village, there are

not only local villagers but also tourist resources?>.

Nanyang city, the city of jade carving. Nanyang is located in the southwest of Henan
Province, bordered by Shanxi Province to the northwest, Shaanxi Province to the west and
Hubei Province to the south. Nanyang jade is famous for being one of the four famous jade in
China. The new round of urban system planning of Nanyang city determines the overall
strategy of "strengthening the center, expanding the two wings, axis radiation and network

development?>,

Zhenping County is one of the ten counties under the administration of Nanyang. Zhenping
County is adjacent to Nanyang Long District, and the county seat is only 30 kilometers away
from Nanyang central city. It belongs to the core circle of Nanyang central city for half an

hour, with a total population of 1,023,500 people. It is a large agricultural county and strong

industrial county in Nanyang City®.

Laozhuang Town is located in the northeast of Zhenping County 14 kilometers, east of
Wolong District Angao Town, west of Shifo Temple Town and Erlong Township, south of
Liuquanpu Town and Yudu Street, north of Nanzhao County Sikeshu Township. The 207
National Highway and the war road run through the north and south, and the 312 National
Highway and Ningxi Railway in the south are 13 kilometers away, and Nanyang City is 33
kilometers away. Sizhuang, where the town is located, is located at the intersection of 207

National Road and Preparation Road, and the external traffic is very convenient. Laozhuang



Town has jurisdiction over 22 administrative villages and 1 neighborhood committee, with a

total area of 140.24 square kilometers?®.

Liangshuiquan Village is a small village in Zhenping County, where the residents are mainly
engaged in agriculture and jade carving. Liangshuiquan Village was also selected as a
traditional Chinese village.

ancient times. It was the capital of the state of Shen in the first millennium BCE, and the
southern capital of the Eastern Han dynasty. It is also the hometown of many famous
historical figures, such as Zhuge Liang, Zhang Heng, Zhang Zhongjing, and Peng Xuefeng (see

in Figure 3).

- Nanyang is located in the Nanyang Basin, surrounded by mountains and rivers. It has a
mild climate and abundant natural resources. It is also the core water source and head of
the middle route of the South-North Water Transfer Project, which aims to alleviate the

water shortage in northern China.

- Nanyang is a modern city with a strong economic and social development. It has four
development areas, focusing on urban-rural integration, high and new technology, industry,
and commerce. ltis also a city of education and science, with many universities and
research institutes. It has made remarkable achievements in fields such as aerospace,

biotechnology, and energy.

- Zhenping County has a long history of jade carving, dating back to more than 4,000 years
ago. Itis known as the jade capital of China, and has a large number of jade carving
craftsmen and markets (see in Figure 3).

- Zhenping County is situated in the Funiu Mountain range, which is a world geopark with

diverse geological features and landscapes. It has many scenic spots, such as Laojieling,

Shifosi, and Zheshan.

- Zhenping County is a leader in the jade carving industry, with a high level of craftsmanship
and creativity. It has established the Nanyang International Jade City, which is the world's
largest wholesale base of jewelry, jade, and related arts and crafts. It also hosts the China

Nanyang Jade Carving Festival, which attracts many domestic and foreign visitors.

- Laozhuang Town is one of the 11 towns in Zhenping County, and has some ancient
buildings and relics, such as the Yang’an Temple, which was built in the Tang Dynasty and is a

national cultural heritage (see in Figure 3).

- Laozhuang Town is located in the west of Zhenping County, and has a beautiful natural
environment, with green hills, clear waters, and fertile fields. Liangshuiquan Village is nestled
in the valley, and enjoys a peaceful and harmonious atmosphere. The villagers live in
harmony with nature and each other, and value the ecological balance and environmental

protection.

- Laozhuang Town is a model of rural revitalization, with a vision of building a beautiful and
prosperous town. It has improved its infrastructure, public services, and living standards. It
has also developed its tourism and cultural industries, such as rural homestays, folk
performances, and jade carving workshops.

cultural experience of residents and visitors (see in Figure 8).

The overall topography is high in the west and low in the east. Within the planning area, the

terrain elevation varies greatly, with many high ridges and retaining stone walls.The channel

* Inthe entrance area, it is difficult to get eye-catching signs, because this is a traditional
ancient village, most of the areas passed by the village road are similar, the entrance
area of the landscape lacks characteristics, to a certain extent, it is difficult to attract
tourists to come here.

e There is a ditch in the entrance area, but due to lack of maintenance, it has dried up,
and in the summer time the ditch is overgrown with weeds, and in the winter time it is a
dry stone, which lacks ornamental value.

¢ Inthe design area, there are still some unused natural stones, which are randomly piled
beside the road, without any aesthetic value and functionality.

There are some dangerous walls in the design area that are about to collapse, and the
soil and masonry are exposed outside, which is neither beautiful nor of any use value.
Simple public toilets, which are common in traditional rural areas in China, are not
hygienic and do not conform to the usage habits of contemporary people.

Farm tools are piled up at random beside the building without a fixed place to store
them. If we want to show them to tourists, the villagers lack the safety of their own
belongings, and it is not conducive to the tourists' perception.

Due to the large difference in the elevation of the design terrain, there are many high

ridges and retaining stone walls, which are not conducive to parking. (see in Figure 15)

e The traditional ancient buildings are well maintained and can be visited by tourists to
spread the ancient architectural culture.

*  Ancient paths complement well-maintained retaining walls, and narrow alleys and
stone-paved paths wind through the village as they often lead to hidden courtyards and
offer a glimpse into the daily lives of residents.

¢ The trees in the open space are very dense and grow well, providing rich tree resources
for the later landscape renewal.

¢ Inthe entrance area there is a public square, known as the Grand Stage of the Cool
Water Spring, where the flowers are planted for ornamental value, where the villagers
gather for social activities, markets or festivals, and because they are the center of

community life, they can attract tourists. (see in Figure 16)

"The Charlie Mountain Ranch is located on 73 acres in the western Colorado Valley. A long-
term holistic development plan establishes guiding principles for local land management

while aligning with the owner's goal of preserving the ecologically diverse landscape (see in

Figure 18).%°

By removing overgrown shrubs and aggregating new buildings, the landscape design team
successfully transformed more than 100,000 square feet of damaged land into native oak
and mountain shrub habitats growing along established streams. The new land management

concept will ensure that these habitats are properly protected in the future."?°

Design concept:

Develop the site with minimal impact: The approach to the house is based on the existing

driveway on the site to avoid disruption caused by new construction.

Environmentally sensitive planting options: Species were selected from the site's plant
community and planted around the building to allow it to take root in the natural

environment.

Enduring beauty: The landscape architect worked with stone masons and other craftsmen on

site to create a series of exquisite details. In the vertical transition areas, local stone of
different thicknesses was carefully placed, leaving gaps of varying widths to create a dramatic

effect. Akind of "gathering" beauty.

Native vegetation: Private outdoor spaces extend from the building, integrating the home

environment with nature. To highlight the agricultural nature of the pasture, low-
maintenance native plantings are combined with regionally compatible planting schemes

that require only temporary irrigation.

Building with the People: This project restored the ranch’s original milking parlor, making it a

designated historic building. Recognizing the property's historic role in the community, the

design team initiated an open dialogue with citizens to ensure public support.

2.2 Public space at the entrance of Li Xiang Village

Lixiang Village, as a rural suburb, is about 60 kilom eters away from Nanjing city and belongs

to a plain village near the mountains. Water from the nearby mountains flows through rice
fields and villages, forming irrigation canals and ponds. In recent years, relying on the
blueberry farming industry and the unique historical culture has attracted many tourists to

come to visit, but the original public facilities of the village can not undertake the growing
demand for tourist services (see in Figure 19). 1’

Design concept:

The public activity place that makes villagers feel at ease is not the indoor place where tables
and chairs are neatly placed, but the outdoor and semi-outdoor space such as the bridge at
the entrance of the village, under the tree, and the eaves and pergolas beside the

passageway into the village.

Due to historical reasons, the ancestral hall of Li Xiang Village is located on the north side of

the village, and there is a farmland between the village houses.

The village committee compound is adjacent to the east side of the ancestral hall, the
southeast side of the compound is surrounded by canals, here is usually as a place for
villagers to discuss and handle affairs, the existing pine and fir trees and two rows of

metasequoia.

The parking lot for tourists faces the village committee compound across the canal. By

combing the site conditions and planning the entire village tour line, it is planned to set up a
footbridge over the river canal to connect the parking lot, ancestral hall, field and village on
the opposite side in series, and create a new public space around the bridge entrance to the

village, so as to make visitors' way to the village full of experience.

Public space at the entrance of the village. Before the transformation, the village committee
has always been the place for the villagers to discuss and work, the villagers handle affairs at
the government window here, reflect various problems to the staff, and they will often take a
medicine in the village health room and then chat with old acquaintances under the

metasoia tree... And so on.

Therefore, the village committee has always been the public space used by the villagers daily,
especially the two rows of tall metasoias on the site, which reflect the remarkable
characteristics of site memory. Keep public Spaces alive by reshaping transportation and

enhancing connectivity.

The case studies of Charles Hill Ranch and the public space at the entrance of Li Xiang Village
offer valuable insights that could be applied to the promotion of Liangshuiquan Village. Here

are some key takeaways:
From Charles Hill Ranch:

Strategic Management: The case study emphasizes the importance of strategic management

in leveraging a location’s unique attributes for competitive advantage.
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Integrated Approach: It suggests an integrated approach to managing resources, which could
be beneficial for Liangshuiquan Village in terms of combining its cultural heritage with

modern tourism needs.
From Public Space at the Entrance of Li Xiang Village!’:

Community-Centered Design: The project focused on renovating abandoned houses to

create a new village alley that integrates tourist services with the local community.

Design description (see in Figure 30): In the entrance area, a striking village sign is set up to
attract tourists to visit. Near the village road, originally a ditch, the shape of the water body is
redesigned, and combined with the design of the rain garden, a new water body stroll leisure

corridor is created.

The area that was originally the grand stage of Liangshuiquan wine culture was transformed into a

wine culture square, enriching the function of the area.

In the central area near the ancient village buildings, a new assembly square has been set up,
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which will serve more residents and promote folk customs.

As for the exhibition area of ancient village buildings, the production and living habits of

villagers should not be interfered with as far as possible, and the existing landscape should

be maintained to enhance the beauty. In addition, the former school will be transformed into

a visitor service center, providing some services such as meals and rest, and more history will

be displayed here.

| transformed the ditch area of Liangshuiquan Village into a body of water by combining with
the surrounding vegetation. In order to add more landscape space types, wooden trestles
were used as roads and Bridges, and pavilions with viewing pavilions and natural elements

were added to increase the fun of playing'®. (see in Figure 36)
The increase of landscape spatial types:

Planting water purification plants such as pampas in water bodies can not only improve

water quality, but also provide habitat for wildlife.

As for the wine Culture Square (see in Figure 43), it was originally a large stage square for
wine culture, but it was abandoned due to its low landscape function. Since it was opposite a
cold water spring wine industry and adjacent to the visitor service center, | retained this
square, enriched its functions, and added landscape facilities, such as pavilions and cultural
landscape walls with plants, open space and semi-open space.
